COSTS OF STUDYING AND LIVING IN AUSTRALIA

Australia offers the international student excellent value and high quality education at very competitive
costs. International students are charged up-front tuition fees. These costs will vary depending on the
course or institution, therefore, average costs are provided below and should only be used as a guide.
Australian university fees vary from about A$19,000 for a Graduate Certificate to A$28,000 per year for a
Graduate Degree. The more expensive courses usually have strong laboratory or computer components.
Australia's vocational education and training providers offer a great variety of courses. . In spite of
providing quality comparable to the best, the cost of education in Australia is comparatively much lower to
that in UK and USA.. Higher education in Australia provides value for money by offering shorter, more
intensive courses than are available in other countries, thereby reducing living expenses. . Study Costs In

Living expenses

The average international student in Australia spends about 21041 AUD/year on accommodation, food,
clothing, entertainment, transport, international and domestic travel, telephone and incidental costs. While
this is a realistic guide, it is important to remember that individual circumstances will vary by location,
course and lifestyle.

TYPES OF ACCOMMODATION

e On Campus : College hostels (self catered or fully catered)

o Off Campus : Renting a flat / appartment

e Homestay : With the Families near the institution.

e Early application for accommodation arrangements are advisable.

AUSTRALIA VISA

e Australia follows a simplified Student Visa Framework (SSVF)
arrangements, leads to simpler visa processing.

e All UG, PG, Masters, Masters by Research and PhD are assessed
under subclass 500.

e Simplified Student Visa Framework (SSVF) leads to less evidential
requirements for the Higher Education Sector.

e Reduced financial requirements up to 12 months irrespective of
the length of program.

e Recent funds are accepted if source of funding with evidence is
produced for review.

e Funds projected should be held with one or more of the listed
financial institutions.

e Sponsorship should be within the family to fall in line with a
positive profile.

e English Language tests besides IELTS are also accepted for
student visa like PTE, TOEFL

e Course requirements must be satisfied with a valid eCoE

o Student can work upto 40 hrs per fortnight and full time during
holidays and vacation.

e Student must maintain Overseas Health cover (OSHC) while in
Australia.

e Unlimited work rights for Master by Research and PhD Student.

» Visa processing time 2 - 4 weeks under normal circumstances.

e Student can submit a visa file any time during, 120 days period
prior to commencement of the program.

PART TIME EMPLOYMENT IN AUSTRALIA

Students can work up to 40 hours per fortnight (anywhere) during course time and full-time during
vacation on student visa. On an average a student can earn around 17-20 AUD/hour for casual / part
time work.

WORK AND MIGRATION

Skilled - Graduate Visa is an 24 months visa given to students on completion of 2 years of Study in
Australia. During this time the student can work full time, or improve their English to gain additional points
for General Skilled Migrant Policy of PR Skilled Graduate Visa Holders can apply for any of the following
visa categories within the 18 months duration.

e Provisional Skilled - Regional sponsored visa (Subclass 487)

e Permanent Skilled - Independent visa (Subclass 885)

e Permanent Skilled - Sponsored Visa (Subclass 886)
Or they can also apply for an employer sponsored visa at any time

Overall about 76.8% of the people speak English only, 18.2% are non-English speakers. Apart from English,
Mandarin is the dominant language spoken at home by 1.6% of speakers. Other emerging languages
include Punjabi, Filipino/Tagalog, and Arabic.
